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La casa de Pablo en Roma segin Hch 28,16.30.
Acercamiento a la interpretacion lucana
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Resumen. A partir de los tér-
minos que indican “vivir de lo pro-
pio” y/o “casa alquilada” en Hch
28,16.30, el articulo se propone des-
cubrir el valor que el autor les ha
otorgado en el contexto de la con-
clusién de los Hechos y, particular-
mente, los sumarios de la estancia
y predicaciéon de Pablo en Roma.
Para ello se analizara la imagen
lucana de Pablo, como héroe vic-
torioso y como martir por la fe. Se
comparard el fin de los Hechos,
particularmente el sumario de
28,30-31, con paralelos en la litera-
tura judeohelenista de corte y en
Josefo. Y se finalizard dando una
explicacion de la visién politica de
Lucas y la situacién de su comuni-
dad: la casa permanente de Pablo
implica la esperanza de tener un
espacio en la ecumene romana y de
seguridad intraeclesial.
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Abstract: This article wants to
show the meaning that the author
of the Acts of the Apostles has given
to the terms “to live by himself” and
“‘rented house” in Act 28,16.30, spe-
cially attending to the context of
being found in the conclusion of the
book of Acts, and specially focusing
on being in the summaries of Paul’s
life and preaching activities in Rome.
To do so, this article first analyzes
Luke’s image of Paul as a victorious
hero and as a martyr of the Faith.
Secondly, it will establish a compari-
son between the final passages of the
Acts, specially the summary contai-
ned in Act 28,30-31, and other para-
llels in the courtly Hellenistic Jewish
literature and Josephus. Finally, it
will be explained Luke’s political
vision of the moment and the situa-
tion of his community through the
interpretation of the meaning of St.
Paul’s permanent house as the hope
of having a place in the roman oecu-
mene and in the security of being
part of the Church.
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
