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Resumen / Abstract

La prensa editada en Brasil, tanto por emigrantes espafioles como por empresas brasilefias, refle-
j6 la Guerra Civil espafiola en muchos aspectos. La presencia de una importante colonia de inmi-
grantes espafioles en Brasil y las peculiaridades del régimen politico brasilefio, sometido a una dic-
tadura de corte autoritario desde 1937, favorecieron el debate publico y la aparicién de posturas
contrapuestas. La prensa sufrié la mordaza de la censura o se convirtié en pulpito demagdgico. Mien-
tras los medios progubernamentales brasilefios atacaban al Gobierno republicano espafiol, otros
intelectuales y periodistas consiguieron burlar a los censores para defenderlo.

The Brazilian edited press, by Spanish immigrants as Brazilian editors, was a mirror of the Spanish Ci-
vil War in many aspects. The presence of an important colony of Spanish immigrants in Brazil and the
main character of the political system in Brazil, immersed in an authoritarian dictatorship from 1937,
let the public discussion and the opposite positions to be born. The press suffered the muzzle of the cen-
sorship, or became in a demagogic pulpit. While the pro governmental media attacked the Spanish re-
publican Govern, another intellectuals and journalists got the way to avoid the censors and defend that
Govern.
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
