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Sumario: Este articulo estudia
en orden cronoldgico y tematico las
cuestiones planteadas por tedlogos
catodlicos y protestantes de lengua
alemana. Joseph Ratzinger (1927-)
propuso la Iglesia como comunidad
eucaristica y al mayor de los sacra-
mentos como el “centro de la Igle-
sia”. Wolfhardt Pannenberg (1928- )
profundizé por su parte en las rela-
ciones entre Eucaristia, bautismo y
penitencia. Walter Kasper (1933- )
indagd también sobre el significado
de la afirmacién ubi Eucharistia,
ibi Ecclesia. Miguel Maria Garijo-
Guembe (1935- ) anade por su
parte la necesaria vinculacién
de la Eucaristia con el ministerio
eclesial, mientras Harding Meyer
(1947- ) propone una Declaracién
conjunta sobre el misterio eucaris-
tico. Gunther Wenz (1949- ) aborda
de lleno la cuestién del defectus
ordinis, y Lothar Lies (1940-2008)
realiz6 un desarrollo en clave tri-
nitaria del misterio de la Iglesia, y
establecié una continuidad “perijo-
rética” entre la Trinidad, la Iglesia
y la Eucaristia.
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Abstract: This article studies
in a chronological and thematical
orden some questions outlined by
some German speaking catholic
and protestant theologians. Joseph
Ratzinger (1927- ) proposed the
Church as eucharistical community
and the biggest of the sacraments
as the “center of the Church”. Wolf-
hardt Pannenberg (1928- ) deep-
ened in the relationships between
Eucharist, Baptism and Penance.
Walter Kasper (1933- ) also studied
the significance of the assertion ubi
Eucharistia, ibi Ecclesia. Miguel
Maria Garijo-Guembe (1935- ) adds
the necesity of the relationshipt of
Eucharist with the eclesial ministry,
meanwhile Harding Meyer (1947- )
proposed a Join Declaration about
the eucharistical mistery. Gunther
Wenz (1949- ) studied deeply the
doctrine of the defectus ordinis,
and Lothar Lies (1940-2008) devel-
oped an explanation in trinitarian
key of the mistery of the Church,
and established a “perichoretical”
continuity between Trinity, Church
and Eucharisty.
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
