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Resumen: La filosofia judia contemporéanea, particularmente la surgida de la historia
herida del pensador lituano Emmanuel Levinas, presenta de modo exclusivista la reduccion
de la relacion religiosa a relacién ética. No sélo queda ahi su propuesta sino que este fil6-
sofo judio considera la experiencia mistica una degeneracién o peligro para la religiosidad
auténtica. En cambio, el mayor especialista espariol en los estudios de fenomenologia de la
religioén, el pensador cristiano Juan Martin Velasco, considera la experiencia mistica como la
culminacion de la experiencia religiosa.

Reivindicando el valor filoséfico de una experiencia de la infancia, el objetivo de este
trabajo es presentar una hipétesis que contribuya a subsanar este equivoco grave.
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Abstract: Modern Jewish philosophy, particularly that which has emerged from the
Lithuanian thinker Emmanuel Levinas tumultuous life story, introduces in an exclusive way
the reduction of the religious relationship to an ethic one. Levinas ideas do not stop here
either, given that this Jewish philosopher also considers that mystic experiences worsen or
endanger authentic religiosity. On the other hand, the most important Spanish specialist in
studies of phenomenology of religion, the Christian thinker Juan Martin Velasco, considers
mystic experiences to be the culmination of religious experiences.

In order to reclaim the value of one childhood experience, the aim of this study is to
come up with a theory that helps to rectify this serious misunderstanding.
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
