Which only shows that it doesn't fit. [ would like to present the
debate in terms of Laputans/non-Laputans, which in short is a question of alienation. There are
many Laputans. It is a way of formulating and answering questions that despises the particular and
the ordinary. A conjunction of epistemic and ethical symptoms that clearly occur on the island of
Laputa, in Gulliver's third voyage by Jonathan Swift.
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
