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RESUMEN

La ciudadania romana fue durante siglos una preciada catego-
ria juridica por el conjunto de derechos publicos y privados que
otorgaba a su depositario. Con la llegada del cristianismo, las cir-
cunstancias sociales, politicas y legales cambiaron paulatinamente
modificandola tanto en forma y extension como en contenido hasta
quedar casi irreconocible en comparacion con la ciudadania de
época clasica. La ancestral romanitas dio paso a la christianitas, y con
ella el ciudadano dejo de serlo para convertirse especificamente en
cristiano y en romano.
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ABSTRACT

Roman citizenship was for centuries a prized legal category
due to the set of public and private rights that it granted to its de-
positary. With the arrival of Christianity, the social, political and
legal circumstances gradually changed, modifying it both in form
and extension as well as in content until it was almost unrecogniza-
ble compared to the citizenship of the classical era. The ancient
romanitas gave way to the christianitas, and with it the citizen ceased
to be a citizen to specifically become a christian and a roman.
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
