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RESUMEN: La historia del movimiento de los maestros espaiioles seguidores de
las técnicas de Freinet durante la Segunda Reptiblica se va recomponiendo poco a
poco en la medida en que la documentacion se localiza o se rescata del olvido.
Olvido, precisamente, es la palabra que mejor define la situacion en que se encon-
traba no hace muchos aiios esta pequeria legion de innovadores escolares, punta de
lanza de la politica de la educacion republicana en tantos aspectos, merecedores
todos mds del reconocimiento y la admiracion que del ostracismo. La publicacion del
ejemplar del periodico escolar “Vida Infantil” no busca mds objetivo que poner a
disposicion de todos este documento y contribuir a que no desaparezca definitiva-
mente.

ABSTRACT: Documents found or rescued from oblivion contribute to recompo-
se the history of the movement of Spanish teachers following Freinet techniques
during the Second Spanish Republic. And oblivion is exactly the word that best des-
cribes the situation in which this small group of school innovators found themselves
not many years ago. Yet, they were spearhead of the Republican education policy in
so many aspects, and all of them deserve recognition and admiration rather than
ostracism.

The aim of this issue of the school newspaper “Vida Infantil” is just to make the
document available to everyone and prevent its definite disappearance.
