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Resumen: Los articulos de Husserl en la revista japonesa Kaizo contienen muchas
claves sugerentes e importantes sobre su filosofia practica. Su vision de las “formas de vida”
(Lebensformen) humanas y sobre todo su concepcion de la “forma de vida ética” muestran
su preocupacién por el significado de la fenomenologia para la vida y para la basqueda de
la responsabilidad. Husserl articula el problema ético sobre la base de su concepcién de la
“esencia” del ser humano v la lucha o el aféan de la vida como lucha por una vida ética pura.
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PHENOMENOLOGY AND FORMS OF LIFE

Abstract: Husserl’s articles in the Japanese review the Kaizo contain many suggestive
and important clues of his practical philosophy. His view of human “forms of life” (Lebens-
formen) and, in particular, his conception of the “ethical form of life” shows his concern
on the significance of phenomenology for life and the search of responsibility. Husserl's
articulation of the ethical problem is based on his view of the “essence” of human being and
the struggle of life as the struggle of pure ethical life.
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
