ABSTRACT: The purpose of my paper is to present an interdisciplinary educa-
tive Project «Modern Fantasy Web» carried out in the University of Salamanca from
the area of English Philology which points to creativity as an important element in
teaching.

From my area I have tried to encourage students to write their own fiction and
stories taking the books as a starting point. However this activity seems to be difficult
because they are not used to imagine anymore.

The challenge we present is to train these future teachers to be creative, imagina-
tive and make them feel love for literature and for English language.

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1. INTRODUCCION

El proposito de mi articulo es presentar el proyecto educativo in-
terdisciplinar «Red de fantasfa moderna» llevado a cabo en la Escue-
la de Educacion y Turismo de Avila de la Universidad de Salamanca
desde el area de la Filologia Inglesa.

Quizas en nuestro sistema educativo la creatividad ha estado in-
fravalorada.

Tras haber impartido docencia durante varios anos tanto en la Di-
plomatura de Maestro especialidad Inglés como en el recientemente
implantado Grado de Infantil, he detectado algunas carencias en el
alumnado relacionadas precisamente con la imaginacion y la creati-
vidad.

En el marco de la asignatura de lengua inglesa he tratado de que
los alumnos sepan formarse una opinion, que realicen una critica,
que tengan criterio para decir si les gusta o no lo que han leido y so-
bre todo he pretendido dar alas a los alumnos para que utilizando los
libros como punto de partida construyan su propia ficcion y elabo-
ren sus relatos. Sin embargo esta actividad les resulta especialmente
complicada porque ya no tienen costumbre de imaginar...y por otra
parte, a la mayoria de ellos no les gustaba leer y dentro del Grado
de Infantil eran pocos los que mostraban preferencia por la lengua
inglesa.

El objetivo del proyecto es mostrar como se puede estimular la
creatividad y despertar el gusto por la literatura infantil y por la len-
gua inglesa en un grupo de estudiantes futuros maestros de Infantil
por medio del proyecto interdisciplinar «Red de fantasia moderna»
creado en torno al libro infantil Charlie and the Chocolate Factory
de Roald Dahl en el cual los alumnos crean un mundo de fantasia
dentro del aula preparando diferentes escritos para presentar el libro
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y disehando actividades pensando en atraer el interés de los nifos y
animarles a la lectura.

2. BASE TEORICA

Este proyecto ha surgido a partir de la lectura de las obras de
Csikszentmihalyi, en concreto Flowing. The psychology of optimal
experience 'y Creativity: Flow and the psychology of discovery and
invention donde se centra en la capacidad que tienen los nifios para
abstraerse, para disfrutar con intensidad de cada momento, algo que
muchos adultos parecen haber perdido. Habla de la importancia de
fluir con nuestras pasiones, con nuestra actividad creativa, con aque-
llo que nos gusta, tal y como hacen los nifos. Un deportista con-
centrado en su carrera, un pintor absorto en su cuadro 6 un cocinero
inmerso en la elaboracion de su nueva receta. En definitiva, resalta
el importante papel que juega la creatividad en nuestra vida, que nos
permite ser personas felices y completas.

Por otro lado, y en relacion con la ensehanza, atendiendo a los
diferentes tipos de alumnado, me ha inspirado la teoria de Gardner
en Multiple Intelligences que nos recuerda que cada nifio tiene su
don, su aptitud, su habilidad especial. Quizas un alumno es bueno
en Matematicas, a otro se le da bien el deporte y un tercero disfruta
pintando o tarareando melodias.

Lo importante es ser consciente de que cada nino es diferente y
que debemos tratar de reforzar el aspecto positivo de cada uno, des-
cubrir su talento y apoyar al nino para que lo pueda desarrollar.

Y por altimo he de sehalar las interesantes y variadas propuestas
en torno a la literatura infantil presentadas por Donna Norton en su
obra Through the Eyes of a Child.

3. DISENO Y DESARROLLO

Para poder participar en el proyecto «Red de Fantasia Moderna»
los alumnos han leido el libro de Charlie and the Chocolate Factory
de Roald Dahl con antelacion y se han organizado en grupos para
disenar diferentes actividades y elaborar posters y murales en torno a
la historia que conforma nuestra particular red de fantasia moderna.
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En la clase de inglés los alumnos han desplegado todo el material
en las paredes y bancos del aula con la ayuda de celo, chinchetas y
bluetack,

4. CONCLUSIONES

Para finalizar me gustaria recalcar que ademas de todos los bene-
ficios que reporta a los alumnos el trabajo en grupo, donde se fomen-
tan los valores de cooperacion y la riqueza que este tipo de activi-
dades aporta a nivel linguiistico, resulta especialmente interesante el
hecho de que los alumnos pueden expresar su creatividad.

El resultado ha sido plenamente satisfactorio. Se ha creado una
atmosfera propicia para el aprendizaje de la lengua extranjera y el
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conocimiento de la literatura infantil de una manera ladica y el nivel
de motivacion ha mejorado significativamente.

Otro resultado positivo es que a la hora de realizar la entrevista
sobre Charlie and the Chocolate Factory, que constituye el nacleo
central del examen oral de la asignatura, los alumnos se mostraban
seguros y tranquilos, no experimentaban nerviosismo alguno porque
habian participado de forma activa en los talleres, implicandose, or-
ganizando, opinando, hablando en ingles delante de sus compaferos.
En definitiva, habian aprendido a comunicarse en inglés, perdiendo
su inhibicion inicial.

La valoracion del proyecto «Red de fantasia moderna» ha sido
positiva, tanto por parte del profesor como de los alumnos y se abre
la puerta para una version futura méas sofisticada en la que podamos
tejer entre todos la red pero esta vez en internet — jadaptandonos a
los tiempos! —.

Esta propuesta de creacion colectiva de una red de fantasia donde
no se daban pautas concretas al alumnado, sino que tenian libertad
para imaginar y buscar diferentes modos de motivar a los nifios para
que leyeran Charlie estaba dirigida a despertar la creatividad del alum-
no, a que se olvidaran por un momento de las constricciones, de las
normas, de la obligatoriedad y abrieran su mente a la imaginacion, a
la ausencia de barreras, de limites y a la optatividad y la libre eleccion.

Tras haber leido Charlie and the Chocolate Factory y haber par-
ticipado activamente en los talleres en los que se han aunado dife-
rentes disciplinas artisticas se puede concluir que se ha producido
un cambio positivo y significativo en la actitud, la motivacion y los
intereses del alumnado. Después de haber llevado a cabo el proyecto
se han conseguido los objetivos que nos habiamos marcado en un
principio. Se ha estimulado la creatividad en el alumnado del Grado
de Infantil y se ha conseguido despertar el gusto por la literatura y
por la lengua inglesa.

Frente a la tradicional ensehanza de la lengua y la literatura mas
formal normalmente enfocada en una sola direccion, presento una
metodologia en la que juegan un importante papel las artes.

Se ha presentado una forma de abordar la literatura en la que el
alumno participa, interact@ia, juega con la lengua, cambia el texto,
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modifica personajes y situaciones. En definitiva, se implica, se siente
involucrado en la historia, y se despierta la creatividad que permane-
cfa dormida desde la infancia.

Proponemos un adios al estudio serio de la literatura. Demos la
bienvenida a una ensefianza mas ladica y que asi se lo transmitamos
a los alumnos.

Hagamos del aula un lugar donde el profesor sea perceptivo y
sepa atender a cada alumno diferente, sepa interesarle y atraer su

o la pintura.

En este contexto de interdisciplinariedad y de fusion de diferentes
lenguas en el que las auténticas protagonistas son la imaginacion, la
fantasia y la creatividad me parece oportuno terminar este escrito que
gira en torno a la literatura infantil en lengua inglesa con la lectura
de un poema en francés.
