Abstract: The aim of the present work is to analyze the three possible temporal forms
that can be found in the context of Levinas’s meditation concerning time and history: the
neuter temporality of “there is”, the historical time derived from the hypostasis, and the
immemorial time on which is founded the ethical responsibility for the other. We postulate
the existence of a hidden bond between the first and the last of these times, as both of them
share a common condition of past times that never were really present.
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
