The progress of the family in the work of Pérez Adan

Resumen: La familia es el lugar 6pti-
mo de entramado de relaciones afec-
tivas y donde se espera la relacién
reciproca del amor de cada miembro.

Esta idea de filia-
cién necesita ser hoy mas defendida
que nunca, pues es necesaria para
comprender el concepto de hijo y el
de padre. El soci6élogo Pérez Adan ha
reflexionado en profundidad sobre la
familia y de su pensamiento extrae-
mos gran parte de nuestras intuicio-
nes.
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Abstract: The family is the ideal place
for a framework of affective relations-
hips and where the mutual relations-
hip of each member’s love is expected.
Furthermore, it is a school of virtues
which civilises the human being who
is born in it and qualifies him/her for a
suitable life. We must not forget that the
human being is a needy being and is in
need of care and love for most of his/
her life and, because of that, we build
a world of culture. Diachrony is essen-
tial to the family subject since all of us
are children and filiation is in a verti-
cal relationship with parenthood. This
idea of filiation needs to be defended
more than ever because it is necessary
to understand the concept of child and
that of parent. The sociologist has re-
flected on the family in depth and, from
his thought, we take out a great deal
of our feelings. Rethinking the family
from sociology in the 20th century, in a
dialogue with the work of Pérez Adan.
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
