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Resumen: La “muerte del sujeto” ha sido uno de los lemas de la posmodernidad. Mas
alla de las modas, en esta cuestion se envuelve un problema filoséfico, que se remonta, al
menos, a Hume. En una perspectiva fenomenolégica habria que averiguar en qué medida el
sujeto esta dado en nuestra experiencia, y en qué media la transciende. Los analisis clasicos
de Husserl pueden ser enriquecidos con las aportaciones de la filosofia contemporanea,
especialmente de Michel Henry y Xavier Zubiri. De hecho, algunos de los elementos funda-
mentales que la tradicién atribuyé a la subjetividad pueden encontrarse en los actos mismos.
Ademas, es posible que una terminologia renovada sea més adecuada para poder dar cuenta
de aquello que la filosofia clasica entendié como “sujeto”.
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THE PROBLEM OF THE SUBJECT

Abstract: Postmodernism announced “the death of the subject”. This is a problem that
transcends the fashions of the minute, and that may be traced at least as far back as Hume.
From a phenomenological perspective, it should be ascertained to what extent the subject is
given within our experience, and to what extent it transcends such a scope. Husserl’s classi-
cal analysis of this question may be enriched by the contributions provided by contemporary
philosophers, particularly by Michel Henry and Xavier Zubiri. As a matter of fact, some of
the core properties traditionally attributed to subjectivity can be found in the acts themselves.
It is also possible that a renewed terminology could be best suited to contribute to a better
understanding of that which classical philosophy called “the subject”.
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
