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AN EXCERPT FROM DE MILIS’S REPERTORIUM IURIS IN
THE LIBRARY OF JUAN DE SEGOVIA
(Biblioteca Universitaria de Salamanca MS 2504)*

Among the many manuscripts which Juan de Segovia, former student and professor
of theology at University of Salamanca and noted conciliarist!, donated to his alnza
mater in 14577, one of the most interesting is MS 2504 of the present-day Biblioteca
Universitaria de Salamanca’. This manuscript consists of works by Segovia’s ideolo-
gical adversaries, such as Juan de Torquemada, Henricus Kalteisen and Nicolaus of
Cusa, and thus has been cited as an example of its owner’s intellectual honesty*. In
his donation, Segovia describes MS 2504 thus: Tractatus atque conclusiones «et»
