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Sumario: En los ultimos anos
la teologia comparada se ha pre-
sentado como una de las gran-
des alternativas a la teologia de
las religiones. Esta idea surge
debido al bloqueo que sufrié el
triple paradigma promovido por
el ‘esquema tipolégico’ dentro
de la teologia de las religiones.
Para los tedlogos comparatistas
esa forma concreta de teologia
de las religiones no logré respon-
der adecuadamente a la necesa-
ria tensién que debe mantenerse
entre las particularidades cons-
titutivas de cada tradicién reli-
giosa y la apertura dialogante y el
aprecio auténtico hacia las otras
religiones. La llamada ‘nueva
teologia comparada’ cree haber
encontrado la forma de mantener
esa tensién sin renunciar a nin-
guno de sus dos principios funda-
mentales: identidad y alteridad.
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Abstract: In recent years, the
comparative theology has pre-
sented itself as one of the most
prominent alternatives to the
theology of religions. This idea
arose due to the impasse of the
triple paradigm endorsed by the
‘typological framework’ within the
theology of religions. According
to comparative theologians, that
particular approach did not res-
pond adequately to the required
strain that has to be maintained
between the constituent charac-
teristics of each religious tradition
and the openness to dialogue and
the genuine appreciation towards
other religions. The so-called ‘new
comparative theology’ believes
having found the way to keep that
strain without having to renounce
to any of its two essential princi-
ples: identity and otherness.
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
