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LAURENTIUS HISPANUS. STATUS QUESTIONIS

RESUMEN

Nuestro Derecho actual, tanto civil como canonico, hunde sus Gltimas raices en
el Derecho Romano y en las Decretales de los Papas, promulgados a lo largo del pri-
mer milenio. A partir de los siglos XI, XII y XIII, el redescubrimiento de las coleccio-
nes en las que ambos quedaron contenidos, hace que los juristas emprendan la tarea
de recopilarlos y de comentarlos, marcando el pensamiento juridico de, practica-
mente, los siguientes mil afios. Uno de los mas ilustres y mds prolificos autores de esta
época es Laurentius Hispanus. Alabado en su siglo y los inmediatamente posteriores,
fue ignorado durante demasiado tiempo, hasta que autores sobre todo del Norte de
Europa tomaron contacto con sus escritos, identificaron sus obras y nos revelaron el
perfil del que un dia fue llamado regula iuris. En este articulo presentamos su biogra-
fia y el estado de los estudios en lo que respecta a su trascendental trabajo.
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ABSTRACT

Our current law — both civil and canonical, has its ultimate roots in Roman law
and in the Decretals of the Popes promulgated throughout the first millennium. As
from the eleventh, twelfth and thirteenth centuries with the rediscovery of the collec-
tions in which both laws were preserved, legal minds undertook the task of collect-
ing and commenting them, which has constituted the basis of the legal thinking of
virtually the next thousand years. One of the most famous and most prolific writers of
this era was Laurentius Hispanus. Hailed in his time and short after, he was ignored
for too long, until authors especially from Northern Europe came into contact with
his writings, identified his works and revealed to us the profile of the one who once
was called regula iuris. This article sets out to present his biography and the state of
advancement of the studies regarding his transcendental work.
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
