THE RELIGIOUS FACT A FACTOR OF PEACE OR CONFLICT?

RESUMEN

Este articulo pretende explorar el hecho religioso como factor de paz o de con-
flicto. Partiendo del propio concepto de persona humana y de la realidad religiosa y
social y mostrando el abandono o desprecio por lo religioso a pattir de la exploracion
de una serie elementos o procesos disgregadores como el propio proceso de secu-
larizacion de la sociedad occidental, la construccion del concepto de Estado, la glo-
balizacion o la instrumentalizacion religiosa por razones geopoliticas o de relaciones
internacionales que han contribuido a conformar una imagen negativa de la religion,
constrinendo su propia area de accion e impidiendo la apertura de espacios de didlogo
interreligioso y cultural en la resolucion de conflictos a través de la construccion de
ambitos pacificos y de conocimiento mutuo entre comunidades y pueblos.
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ABSTRACT

This article tries to explore the religious fact as a factor of peace or conflict, star-
ting from the concept of human person and the religious and social reality, showing
the abandonment or contempt for the religious, from the exploration of a series of ele-
ments or processes disintegrating or centrifuges, emphasizing among others, the pro-
cess of secularization of western society, the narrative support in its construction of the
concept of state, globalization or religious instrumentalization for geopolitical reasons
or international relations that have contributed to form a negative image of religion,
constraining their own area of action and preventing the opening of spaces for interre-
ligious and cultural dialogue in the resolution of conflicts through the construction of
peaceful areas and mutual knowledge between communities and peoples.
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
