1 Clem. 3, 3 describe el conflicto
de Corinto en categorias esencial-
mente socio-econdémicas, conside-
rando que el motivo que propicié
la revuelta obedece basicamente
al enfrentamiento entre grupos
de distinto estatus para alcanzar
el liderazgo y evitar la verglienza.
Ello indica que Clemente presenta
el conflicto como una lucha de
poder para conseguir el prestigio
social, en un mundo estrechamente
marcado por la cultura del honor y
la institucion del patronazgo.
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Abstract: In the present arti-
cle we address the socio-historical
situation underlying 1 Clement
and based on the sociological
studies on 1 Cor, in particular
those of G. Theissen, we demon-
strate how 1 Clem. 3, 3 describes
the conflict of Corinth in essen-
tially socio-economic categories,
considering that the motive that
led to the revolt basically follows
the confrontation between groups
of different status to achieve
leadership and avoid shame. This
indicates that Clement presents
the conflict as a power struggle
to achieve social prestige, in a
world closely marked by the cul-
ture of honor and the institution of
patronage.
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
