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Resumen: La reconstruccién

Abstract: The reconstruction
of Fotinus of Sirmium’s doctrine
presents serious difficulties, on the
one hand, because his teaching was
quickly reduced by subsequent tra-
dition to the radical denial of the
divinity of Christ and, on the other
hand, because nothing of his works
is preserved. In fact, Friedrich
Loofs states that only one phrase
of Fotino has come down to us.
