SOME CONSIDERATIONS ON THE CONFIRMATION IN THE
ECCLESIASTICAL OFFICE AND THE CANON 1420, § 5

RESUMEN

La confirmacion en el oficio eclesiastico es un modo de hacer la provision can6-
nica de un oficio vacante con un decreto singular. La peculiaridad de este modo es
que la designacion del candidato es realizada por un colegio electoral con una elec-
cion canonica, que ha de aceptar el elegido y después ha de pedir la confirmaciéon a
la autoridad competente, que la concede, o deniega, de acuerdo con las leyes, pero
no segun su criterio personal. El Codigo reconoce varios oficios que son provistos de
dicha manera. En cambio, el can. 1420, § 5, con una formulacion no precisa, trata de
confirmacion sin previa eleccion de oficios que son provistos por libre colacion, dando
lugar a interpretaciones no correctas. Por ello, pareceria mas conveniente modificar la
formulacion de dicho canon.
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ABSTRACT

Confirmation in the ecclesiastical office is a way of making the canonical pro-
vision of a vacant office with a singular decree. The peculiarity of this way is that the
nomination of the candidate is carried out by an electoral college with a canonical
election, which has to accept the chosen one and then has to request confirmation from
the competent authority, which grants it, or denies, in accordance with the laws, but
not according to the personal criteria. The Canon Law recognizes several offices that
are provided with the above mentioned way. On the other hand, can. 1420, § 5, with a
non-precise formulation, deals with confirmation without previous election of offices
that are provided by free conferral, giving rise to incorrect interpretations. Therefore, it
would seem more convenient to modify the formulation of that given canon.
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
