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Resumen: San John Henry New-
man es ampliamente entendido como
un hombre de conciencia, tanto en
su vida como en sus escritos. El obje-
tivo de este articulo es explorar mas
profundamente los escritos de New-
man sobre la conciencia, en orden
a mostrar tanto la importancia que
la categoria de conciencia aporta
nuestro sentido moral como la per-
cepcién religiosa y existencial de lo
que estamos llamados a hacer, asi
como vinculo de todas las criaturas
humanas a su Creador. Una lectura
cuidadosa de unos textos nos ayudara
a evitar la mala interpretacién comun
del brindis de Newman por la con-
ciencia que distorsiona su punto de
vista como si colocase la conciencia
y el Magisterio en oposicién, o que si
concediese mucho mas respeto a la
conciencia que a la ensehanza con
autoridad de la Iglesia.
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Abstract: Saint John Henry New-
man is widely understood as a man
of conscience, both in his life and in
his writings. The aim of this article is
to explore more deeply the writings
of Newman on conscience to show
the importance he gave to our moral
sense, as the religious and existential
perception of what we are called to
do and also as the link of all human
creatures to their Creator. A close
reading of texts will assist us in avoi-
ding the common misinterpretation
of Newman'’s toast to conscience
which misunderstands his view as if
he were placing conscience and the
Magisterium in opposition or that he
gave much greater respect to cons-
cience than to the teaching authority
of the Church.
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
