RIGHT, DUTY AND PERSON: A KANTIAN REPRISTINATION

RESUMEN

Se ofrece una reivindicacion del deontologismo moral de Kant, a la vez ético y
juridico, que integra la formulacién de sus ultimas obras, exponiendo los aspectos de
su doctrina menos conocidos o comprendidos. Se presenta esta doctrina como una
concepcion de la persona tan original como decisiva para contrarrestar, desde el racio-
nalismo critico del apriorismo trascendental que funda el deontologismo trascenden-
tal, la tension relativizadora de algunas corrientes contemporaneas de pensamiento
que pretenden sacralizar la Naturaleza y los animales, al tiempo que consideran la
defensa del aborto voluntario como un progreso en derechos juridicos.
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ABSTRACT

A vindication of Kant’s moral deontologism is offered, both ethical and legal,
which integrates the formulation of his latest works, exposing the least known or
understood aspects of his doctrine. This doctrine is presented as a conception of the
person as original as decisive to counteract, from critical rationalism of transcenden-
tal apriorism that founds trascendental deontologism, relativizing tension of some
contemporary tendencies of thought that seek to sacralize Nature and animals, while
considering the defense of voluntary abortion as a progress in rights.
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
