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Resumen: El objetivo del pre-
sente ensayo es identificar los ele-
mentos paralelos que unen dos
relatos biblicos: la experiencia de
Moisés y la de Elias. Tanto 1 Reyes
18,20-40 como Ex 32 cuentan con
una historia redaccional compleja,
estando ambientados en contextos
diferentes. La lucha contra la ido-
latria, sin embargo, es un patrén
que resuena frecuentemente en
diferentes historias. Moisés y Elias
son dos lideres con caracteristicas
muy similares en muchos sentidos y,
una vez mas, se encuentran en una
misma lucha contra deidades simi-
lares (o quizas las mismas). Se trata
de ensefar a su pueblo la importan-
cia, entre las posibles opciones, de
una eleccién adecuada de Dios.
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Abstract: The aim of this arti-
cle is to show parallel elements that
bring together two biblical narrati-
ves: the experience of both Moses
and Elijah. Both 1 Kgs 18:20-40 and
Ex 32 have a complex redactio-
nal history and are set in different
contexts. The struggle against ido-
latry, however, is marked by a pat-
tern that always echoes in different
stories. Moses and Elijah are two
leaders with very similar charac-
teristics in many ways and once
again find themselves in the same
struggle against similar (or perhaps
the same) deities in order to assure
their people the importance of a
clear God’s choice between so many
options.
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
