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Abstract: This present article con-
sists of a theoretical review whose
main objective is to analyze the way
in which family breakdown affects
children's school performance. For
this, a review of studies and aca-
demic works is carried out, which is
aimed at achieving an approach to
the concepts of family, family break-
down and school performance to an-
alyze the relationship established be-
tween these terms. Also, it investi-
gates the effects that family break-
down can have on the emotional
state of children, on their daily life,
on the family economy and on the re-
lationship they have with their peers.
Focusing on the educational field,
the article presents a series of pro-
posals that certain authors have put
