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Resumen: Entre los distintos espa-
cios relevantes de San Esteban de Sala-
manca, la capilla de las Reliquias se po-
siciona como ideal recinto practicoy sim-
bélico del templo. En este trabajo, se
plantea un recorrido desde sus origenes
en la fundacién de la capilla de Santo
Domingo en la iglesia medieval, hasta su
configuracién como tesoro y relicario
conventual durante las obras emprendi-
das en el siglo XVI, sin perder nunca su
interés funerario dadas sus caracteristi-
cas. A partir del analisis de los diferentes
testimonios de sus funciones, audien-
cias, cambios en las practicas y el estado
en el que se conserva la imagen arqui-
tectonica, se propone una lectura inte-
gral de esta capilla.

Abstract: Among the different rele-
vant spaces of San Esteban de Sala-
manca, the Chapel of the Relics is posi-
tioned as the ideal practical and sym-
bolic enclosure of the temple. In this
work, a journey is proposed from its ori-
gins in the foundation of the chapel of
Santo Domingo in the Medieval Church,
to its configuration as a conventual trea-
sure and reliquary during the works un-
dertaken in the 16th Century, without
ever losing its funerary interest given its
features. From the analysis of the differ-
ent testimonies of its functions, hear-
ings, changes in practices and the state
in which the architectural image is pre-
served, a comprehensive reading of this
chapel is proposed.
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
